Getting Started
• Choose or construct a wooden blank
• Mark the length of a brass insert plus 1/8 

of an inch on one end of the blank
• Repeat the process with the other insert
• Cut these pieces on the cutoff saw



Layout and Drill

• Layout and mark 
center for drilling 
blank

• Clamp the blank in 
the drilling jig

• Drill the hole in 
each piece of the 
blank



Epoxy the Brass Inserts

• Mix a small amount of 
“5 minute epoxy”

• Using a large common 
nail apply the epoxy to 
both ends of the hole 
in the blank

• Apply epoxy to the 
outside of the brass 
insert



Epoxy the Brass Inserts

• Slide the insert into the 
hole until it protrudes 
from the other side

• Slide the insert back into 
the hole until it is evenly 
spaced from either end 
of the blank

• Repeat the process with 
the other piece of the 
blank and the other 
insert



Milling the Prepared Blanks

• Dip the reamer and mill 
cutter in lacquer thinner

• With the cordless drill on 
the slow speed carefully 
mill one end of the blank 
until the cutter is just 
touching the brass

• Repeat this process on 
the other three ends of 
the prepared blanks



The Mandrel Setup

• Arrange the bushings and 
pen sections in the correct 
order on the mandrel: small 
bushing – short section –
stepped bushing – long 
section – large bushing

• The end of the brass lock 
must be even with the end of 
the mandrel

• Lightly tighten the brass lock 
with pliers
